Rural Outreach

The Shire of Harvey in conjunction with Red Cross
and with assistance from other Local Governments
conducted a second rural outreach from the 12th -
14th October. Outreach teams visited people impacted
by the January bushfires to check on their welfare and
preparedness for the next bushfire season. Over 360
properties were visited.

October is Bushfire Action Month and the monthly

theme is about preparing your home and property.

Don’t wait until summer to start preparing your home

and family for the bushfire season. There are

precautions you can take immediately that will help
protect you and your property from bushfire:

o Discuss fire prevention and preparedness with your
family and neighbours.

e Prune the dead material from shrubs and trees
within at least a 20 metre radius of your home.

o Clean out gutters and remove debris from your roof.

o Install firebreaks as per local fire break notices.

o Prepare your emergency Kkit.

o Develop or review, your bushfire survival plan. Make
sure everyone in the family knows what to do in a
fire.

e Prepare to actively defend or leave for a safer place.
